Weight Class A team consists of a max. of 10 number of boxers.                 
 ( 45-48, 51, 54, 57, 60, 64, 69, 75, 81, 81+ Kgs. ) 
 

 One Boxer in each weight class. No reserves will be 
allowed.  

 
All boxers must have their Original Municipality birth certificate along with mark sheet of 
Class 8th, /10th /Original copy of Age verified by the School on their letter head. Entry will 
be accepted on receipt of names ( for both boxers & officials ) on the letter head from the 
affiliated Unit duly signed by the President/Secretary. 
 
Competition Format Four (4) rounds of two (2) minutes, One (1) minute rest 

between rounds. AIBA’s 10 points must Scoring system shall 
be followed. Championship will be conducted as per AIBA’s  
AOB Technical & Competition Rules   

 
Eligibility Boxers born during the year 1st January, 1976 – 31st 

December, 1997 are eligible. Entries will be accepted on 
receipt of Entry by Number & entry by Names as per the 
enclosed format and duly signed by the President / 
Secretary of the affiliated unit of Boxing Federation of

     Medical & Weigh-in General weigh-in & medical examination of all boxers will 

be held at the venue from 0700 hours to 1000 hours on 
November 19, 2016 & on sub-sequent days for those boxers 
who are drawn to box from 0800 hours to 0900 hours. 

 
      Draw Draw will be held immediately on completion of weigh-in 

on 19th November 2016. 
 

Team Participation The participating teams are entitle to bring two (2) 
coaches, one (1) manager & one (1) R/J ( 3 / 2 Star) 
preferably  women.  

 
Competition Uniform  Women Boxer must wear a set of red or blue sleeves less 

vest and shorts according to their respective corner 
allocation. Either skirts or shorts can be worn by women 
boxers. The belt line of any shorts or skirt must be white 
and 6-10cm wide.  

 
Boarding / Lodging Free boarding / lodging will be provided to all Boxers & 

team officials by the organizers from 18th to 25th November, 
2016 till noon.  

 
Arrival Particulars                   The organizers will have their reception booth at Haridwar 

Railway Station. All teams will be received on arrival at 
above railway station; only upon receipt of prior intimation 
from the units to the Competition Manager Dr. Vishal Garg 
(09412073637) and Mr. Naveen Kumar (09599158248) can 
be contacted for further assistance.  

 
Conveyance Local transport from railway station to the place of lodging 

& back will be provided by the organizers. Transportation 
will be available for participants & officials to & fro from 
venue. 

Important 
 

1. The team / officials shall not arrive at venue earlier than the November, 18  
and shall leave by November 25, 2016 by Noon. 

2. Cost of travel of all participants and team officials’ up to Haridwar and back 
home will be borne by the respective units. 

3. BOXING FEDERATION OF INDIA’S 3 Star and / or 2 Star or AIBA Ring officials 
representing affiliated units must bring a ‘nomination letter’ from their 
respective unit’s President/Secretary intimating that they have been 
nominated as Ring official.  

4. All boxers must possess their own Gum shield of any other color than Red or 
partially Red. 

5. The championship will be conducted as per AIBA / BFI AOB Competition and 
Technical rules. 

6. No type of body piercing and body accessories is allowed to be worn during the 
bout. 

7. Women Boxer may wear hair net / breast protector and / or pubic protector 
that will not cover the target area.  

8. For the General Weigh-in, the Boxer’s weight should not exceed the maximum 
of the Boxer’s weight class nor be below the minimum of the Boxer’s weight 
class. However for Daily Weigh-in Boxer need to maintain her weight so as not 
to exceed upper limit of weight class. 

9. In case of extra member in a team, a charge of Rs. 1000/- per day per person 
will be levied. 
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10. Boxers shall carry their Medical Record Book otherwise they should carry their 
original Municipality Birth certificate along with mark sheet of Class 5th /8th, 
/10th / Original copy of Age verified by the School on their letter head for 
BOXING FEDERATION OF INDIA’S registration purpose. 

11. The Organizing Committee will provide boxing gloves, head guards and hand 
bandages to all boxers for all bouts. 

12. Every team will deposit Rs. 5,000/- as security deposit for accommodation and 
the same will be refunded after safe return of properties and facilities 
provided by the Organiser. 

13. Borrowing of boxers from any other unit is strictly prohibited. Unless the 
change of Units is registered with BOXING FEDERATION OF INDIA. However for 
the current year, Change of units will be accepted if informed to BOXING 
FEDERATION OF INDIA prior to last date of entry by number.  

14. All teams are required to carry their 2 flags with them. 
15. Adherence of strict discipline will be observed at the place of boarding/lodging 

and at the venue. Any breach of discipline will result in stricter disciplinary 
action.
